Children will practice their communication and literacy 
skills by asking questions and writing sentences to create 
a communal piece of work for the classroom. 
 
The school would also like volunteers to provide a 
‘scenario’ that would happen in their work, so that the 
children have to try and guess what the volunteer might 
have to do. 
 
The session will be lead by the EBP facilitator. 
Volunteers will play a supporting role, helping children 
with the activities set.  
 
Communication and a sense of fun! Ability to have fun 
with scissors, glue, craft paper and sellotape also an 
advantage… Business supporters from any career 
background are welcome.
