Sixth Form students will take part in a mock/practice interview 
at Shelfield Academy, Pelsall. Students will have completed an 
application form beforehand relevant to their career choice.  
Volunteers would be asked to interview around eight young 
people to assess their suitability for their proposed career and 
to give them advice on future job applications.  Each interview 
would last for approximately 15 minutes, followed by a 10 
minute interlude for volunteers to complete a feedback form 
that will be given to the students (via our school contact), 
afterwards.  
 
 
Support is sought from volunteers who are able to commit a 
day to interviewing young people in a safe and friendly 
environment as their first exposure to an as close to real 
interview situation as we can provide.  
 
Participating supporters will be provided with copies of the 
feedback forms and other relevant information before the 
event (this will also be available to read through on the morning 
before interviews start) The day will start at 8:30am with a 
coffee & briefing so everyone knows the outline of the day (first 
interview is scheduled at 9.10am).  
 
There are regular breaks and refreshments throughout the day 
and we even provide lunch (special dietary requirements can be
